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ARTICLE 1

A. Purpose and Powers

This constitution will be the code of rules adopted by the Walla Walla Valley Prop Twisters (hereinafter PROPTWISTERS or Club) for the regulation and management of its affairs.  Power granted the PROPTWISTERS would be from this constitution and/or By-Laws only.  The primary purpose of this organization is "to further the general interest of all persons engaged in the hobby/sport of model aircraft building and flying."
ARTICLE 2

A. Principal Office and Location

The principal place of business for this organization will be located in Walla Walla County in the State of Washington.  The current officers may change the mailing address, for the PROPTWISTERS, from time to time, with approval by the membership.

B. Frequency of meetings

The PROPTWISTERS will meet on a regular basis, at a time and place as directed by the officers with approval by the membership. Advanced notification will be given to the general membership through the Newsletter.

ARTICLE 3

A. Membership/Dues

The members of this organization are those persons having membership rights in accordance with the provisions of this Constitution and/or By-Laws.  This organization will have the following classes of membership: Youth, Adult, Family and Senior Citizen.  The dues payable to the PROPTWISTERS will be in such amounts as may be determined from time to time by vote of the general membership.  The first annual dues will be payable and submitted in full with the application for membership.  Future renewal of dues will be payable on a calendar year basis. Membership dues will be payable on May 1st of each year.

B. Voting Members

Each member will be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted for a vote of the members. Family memberships will be entitled to one vote for the primary member. Votes may be submitted by mail/ email/ at a meeting, or by a signed and dated written proxy ballot.

C. Transferability and termination of Membership

Membership will not be transferable or assignable.  Membership will terminate or be suspended with this organization on any of the following events:


1.  The death of a member.

2. Conduct detrimental to the sport, subject to the discretion of the general membership.


3.  Dishonesty with respect to the PROPTWISTERS funds.


4.  Length of suspensions will be decided by the officers after full investigation.

D. Majority Approval
In order to pass any motion made in a PROPTWISTERS meeting, a majority of those present must agree.

Any Constitution or By Law change(s) must be approved by the majority vote of the membership. Any proposed change(s) requiring a simple majority approval of the membership, must be presented and discussed at a regularly scheduled Club meeting with the proposal(s) published in the next monthly newsletter. Voting will be at the following monthly meeting. This vote may be taken by email/mail/at the meeting, by signed and dated proxy vote or any combination thereof. A minimum of ten (10) members will constitute a voting quorum, necessary for any issue to be voted on, to be valid.

ARTICLE 4

A. Roster of Officers

The officers of this organization will consist of the following: President, Vice-President, Secretary, and/or Treasurer.

B. Selection/Terms of Officers

The officers President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer will be elected every two (2) years.  

C. President

The President will be the chairperson to supervise and control the affairs of the PROPTWISTERS.  The President will perform all duties incident to such office. 

D. Vice-President

The Vice-President will perform all duties and exercise all powers of the President, when the President is absent or is otherwise unable to act.  The Vice-President will perform such other duties as may be prescribed from time to time by the President.

E. Secretary

The Secretary will oversee the information of the PROPTWISTERS. Duties include, but are no limited to, keeping the minutes of all meetings, organize all membership records, publish the monthly newsletter, manage the Club’s website and keep the membership informed via email, mail and telephone, as well as any other tasks assigned by the President.

F. Treasurer

The Treasurer will oversee the financial operation of the PROPTWISTERS. Duties will include keeping the checkbook, write checks, make deposits and keep a ledger of all financial transaction of the Club, and provide a financial report to the membership at each monthly meeting, as well as any other tasks assigned by the President.

G. Removal of an Officer
Any officer may be removed by majority vote of the membership at a PROPTWISTERS meeting whenever, in their judgment, the best interest of this organization will be served.

ARTICLE 5
Committees

This organization may have certain committees which will have and exercise some authority but will be bound by the approval of the membership in any action in the PROPTWISTERS name.

ARTICLE 6

Non-Profit Operations

The PROPTWISTERS will not have or issue shares of stock.  No dividend will be paid and no part of the income will be distributed to its members or officers.  However, the Club may pay such compensation in a reasonable amount to members or officers for expenses incurred on behalf of the Club.

ARTICLE 7

A. Operations

The fiscal year of this organization will be on a calendar year basis.  Execution of documents except as otherwise provided by law, checks over $50.00, drafts, promissory notes, orders for payment of money and other evidences of indebtedness of the Club will be signed by the Sec/Treas. and approved by the general membership in a majority vote.

B. Newsletter

All possible effort will be made by the officers to see that a newsletter is published as often as possible during the year.  This duty may be assigned to a member of the Club or any officer. 

C. Incidental Expenses


The officers, in the pursuit of their duties, may issue checks not to exceed $50 for the purchase of items needed for field and equipment maintenance, new equipment, office and printing supplies and other such items deemed necessary for the good of the club.

ARTICLE 8

Creating or Changing By-Laws

The power to make/alter/amend or repeal By-Laws to this Constitution insofar as is allowed by law, is vested in the general membership only.

ARTICLE 9

Liability Insurance

In order to fly at any club approved field, a member or visitor must have proof of liability insurance for model flying operations, on his/her person, current for that calendar year.
